In preparation before entering Holy
Week, High School Students have
spent the past three Sundays in our
Youth Religious Ed class studying
and discussing Jesus’ final words to
his disciples before his arrest, as
set forth in the gospel of John
chapters 14-17. Today we
concluded in chapter 17 with Jesus’
timeless prayer for his disciples and
all of us who believe in him. We
then opened up for group discussion
and closed our class with our circle
prayer that all the students
participate in.

Today preschool students
made palm leaf crafts and
talked about what happened
on Palm Sunday
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This Friday evening several of our Saint Nicholas GOYAns, Religious Education, Greek
School and Greek Dance students and parents enjoyed a Lenten dinner together
followed by making palm crosses for Palm Sunday. We then went outside to the
Alexia Remembrance Garden for a wonderful outdoor activity; "Finding God's Light"
led by our very own parishioner, Demetrios Philliou, owner of Adventures with
Nature. The youth broke up into groups and under Demetri's supervision worked
together and attempted to build and make a fire using the bow-drill method (fire by
friction). Fire is the release of stored sunlight in wood. The light and energy is
always there but it takes our participation to release and experience it. For fire to
be sustained it requires three components; air, fuel, and heat. Remove any of the
components and the fire will go out. Our walk of Faith also requires components such
as prayer, repentance, and Holy Communion. There are times when God's light and
love may feel distant and even extinguished, but that is not the truth. Those are
times when we are called to pray more fervently, to seek fellowship and priestly
guidance, and to turn to God with all our being. After our Christ-centered activity
our youth enjoyed vegan s'mores.
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Afterwards our GOYAns went to Church for an evening compline
prayer service followed by an open forum discussion with
Father Bill, "Alone with God" session and confession. At the end
of the evening our GOYAns made more palms (approximately
700 in total that evening) and enjoyed some gym fun! They slept
over in the Fellowship Hall and then attended Divine Liturgy for
the Saturday of Lazarus together followed by a bagel breakfast
hosted by Religious Education.
